COVER MOUTH

Wash your hands for at least 20 seconds 
before and after meals, major activities, 
and when you use the restroom.

Keep a respectful distance of at least 
6-feet from other campers, especially 
if they feel uncomfortable with others 
being closer.

Cover your mouth if you sneeze or 
cough with either a mask or your elbow. 
If you accidentally sneeze or cough into 
your hands, wash your hands right away.
